CHINESE POETRY
SCHOLARS VISIT
IMMIGRATION STATION
On January 25, 2002 a group of Chinese poetry

scholars took a special tour of the Angel Island

Immigration Station to examine the writing

carved into the barrack walls by detainees once

housed there. The participants included: Wan

Liu, Assistant Professor of Asian Languages 

at Stanford University; Newton Liu, poetry

scholar and Vice President of Bridge to Asia;

Xing Chu Wang, poet and editor of East West

forum; and Charles Egan, Assistant Professor

of Foreign Languages and Literature at San

Francisco State University. Led by personnel

from Angel Island State Park, the Angel Island

Immigration Station Foundation (AIISF),

Architectural Resources Group (ARG) and

Daniel Quan Design, this group of experts

explored the interior of both the Hospital and

Detention Barracks, using flashlights to look 

at the various inscriptions covering the walls.

The book “Island” (University of Washington

Press, 1980) by Him Mark Lai, Genny Lim and

Judy Yung first brought to light a wealth of

Chinese poems on the barrack walls. However

recent studies by ARG have uncovered many

new writings. There may be more than twice as

many poems yet to be documented. The poetry

scholars were invited out to Angel Island to

offer a fresh perspective and help define the new,

expanding, scope of work. At this point, with

just a few writings fully visible and legible, the

poems offer only hints or clues as to who exactly

wrote them and how. There is still a wide range

of possible interpretation, reflected among the

viewpoints of the visiting scholars.

Newton Liu emphasizes the power and impor-

tance of poetry in Chinese tradition, noting that

it “is almost a Chinese religion.” He believes that

creating the poems was an organized effort

because of the craftsmanship of the calligraphy

and the similarities of story and style in much

of the writing. There is a long tradition of poetry

clubs in China: groups of people who would

gather and write poems together. He suggests

that there may have been a community among

the detainees where the young Chinese men

learned poetry as a form of self-expression

from the elders, “falling back to this thousand

year old Chinese tradition.”

Wan Liu offers another possibility: that the sim-

ilarity of the writings reflects another tradition

of poems written in response to other poems.

Immigrants reading the poetry of past detainees

were, perhaps, inspired by these writings to

create poems themselves. Inevitably in doing so,

of color to the world of museums and other

arts presenters. Since then Erika has worked on

programs at a range of museums – Japanese

American Cultural and Community Center,

the Los Angeles County Museum of Art, and

most recently at the Museum of Chinese in the

Americas in New York City. In her spare time,

Erika likes to visit museums, see movies, play

mah-jongg with her grandmother, and attempt

to sing karaoke songs.

We asked her why she took the position at AIISF:
Like many people, I have been eager to learn

more about my heritage and the stories of the

places my ancestors and relatives have lived.

Last summer I accompanied my grandmother

along with my mom on a doctor’s visit. While

in the waiting room, my mother brought up the

subject of Angel Island and the Immigration

Station there. I had always assumed that because

my grandmother had purchased papers from

an American citizen that she did not spend any

time on Angel Island, unlike some of my other

family members. To my surprise, Grandma

shared with me the story of her overnight stay

at Angel Island including her experience serving

as a Chinese interpreter for women in the

morning before she departed.

As a Chinese American woman, I had to find

these moments to learn about my history. My

family and our families are participants in a larger

American story – part of an on-going quest for

increased freedom, whether personal, political, or

economic, and community building. Organiza-

tions like AIISF play a role as facilitators in society

to provide places and experiences where we can

better understand the past and use individuals

and community stories to inform us about

aspects of our own lives and American history.

she suggests, “they had echoes of the previous

poetry in their own.”

The poems also challenge stereotypes of who

was coming from China to America. While most

Chinese immigrants were young men coming

here to do manual labor for a living, the relative

sophistication of the poems suggest that they may

have been fairly well educated having received

at least four or five years of private tutoring.

Charles Egan believes “this breaks the usual idea

of Chinese immigrants being lower class labor

types.” He notes “the great cost to send someone

overseas may have resulted in communities

sending their best – a student doing very well.”

The thoughts and ideas that came from this visit

will help inform the poem preservation and

interpretation work. Xing Chu Wang emphasizes:

“the poems are a part of the historical piece of

Angel Island. Our responsibility is to impart the

history of the immigrants and their feelings and

their hardships…we don’t want to repeat this sad

history.” The next steps for this project include:

1. Matching poems translated to date to a matrix

of poem locations on the barrack walls.

2. Identifying which poems remain that are

readable, but not yet translated, and those

that are not readable in their current state.

3. Select two sections of the walls that contain

some translated and some readable, but not

yet translated, poems. Invite a group of

scholars to translate and re-examine the

poems in their context as a group.

The hope is that in seeing each poem as a piece

of a larger puzzle, a better understanding of

the detainee experience can be put together.

The walls, and the multi-layered messages they

hold, can then be preserved. As Wan Liu says,

the poetry will become “a monument to the

people who came here and brought Chinese

cultural tradition to this country.”

The information and interpreta-

tion which will continue to be revealed 

in the preservation and conservation

work will help us understand better the

lives of the detainees and how they may

have organized themselves.

Lastly but certainly not least, we need 

to recognize the leadership role of the

Marin Community Foundation (MCF) 

in underwriting half of our Educational

Programming planning and the first

stages of implementation. Without the

important support of MCF, our education

work would be much more incremental;

we would not be able to forge key part-

nerships nor develop timely educational

programming to reach a national 

audience.

And, thanks to you our supporters, all 

of our program work continues and 

succeeds, to preserve the site, to develop

educational programming, to find and

document the experiences of former

detainees, and to promote knowledge 

of the Immigration Station so that we 

can all learn from its lessons.
